•1 person dies every hour
•503 youth die (410 males, 
87 females)
•40% of convicted 
homicides & half of 
assaults are alcohol-related 

• General state and local 
government cost:
$14.5 billion annually

• Youth drinking costs: 
$3.5 Billion annually
•Youth traffic collisions cost 
$1.2 Billion
•Youth violence costs $3.5 
Billion
